Protocol for measuring total survey error in a survey

There is no planning theory, no formal resource allocation, no real ground for good trade-offs

Should we benchmark TSE efforts

Encourage greater reporting of estimates of survey errors

Out of Best/ Improve/Timeliness

How to promote action in response to TSE measurement

Measurement not enough, should use to decrease over time

How do you introduce quality improvements and preserve trend

When can you imbed methods studies within an ongoing study without damaging other study goals

How do you decide what components of TSE to focus on

Sell

How do you persuade program managers that TSE is important?
Sell need to study TSE to program managers for resources

Develop a broad and unifying process mechanism to integrate TSE research into survey practice (i.e. to turn TSE research into TSD (or implement)

Catalog

Develop a broad reaching mechanism to catalog results of TSE research

Paradata should be collected on a continuing basis

Compile examples of surveys examining multiple aspects of TSE in central location (e.g., FEDSTATS) to
        inform and share

Build and maintain TSE databank archive

Identify core sets of measures—suggest how to deal with those we don’t have

Punt

Relevance

Assess—how do we assess our priority structure

How do we provide incentives for quality measures other than high response rates and low costs/last
